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Appetizers
In the past 5 years, the bluegrass audience has experienced unprecedented growth.  Many of these fans have been drawn to the traditional sounds of bluegrass music.  The members of Roadside Café have long been fans of the traditional bluegrass sound.  In addition, all four members of the band have a love of the seemingly forgotten bluegrass sounds of the late ‘70s and early 80’s - the Osborne Brothers, the Virginia Squires, the Original New South, the Original Doyle Lawson and Quicksilver, the Bluegrass Cardinals, Summer Wages, etc.  Music of this era is not often offered to today’s bluegrass audience.  Recent bluegrass enthusiasts have yet to be exposed to the great music of this style of bluegrass.  
Entrees

Roadside Café (RSC) began as a group of tenured musicians in search of an outlet for the energetic tones of the bluegrass music they fell in love with some 25 years ago.  During a few powerful jam sessions, they discovered that the music had a ‘flow’ about it.  The harmonies were tight and the instrumentation fell naturally into place.  It became apparent that music of this caliber would be well received by today’s bluegrass audiences.  The resulting excitement drove all four musicians to depart from established regional bands.  The hunger for ‘the sound’ could only be satisfied at the Roadside Café. 
Roadside Café offers a delicious blend of contemporary bluegrass, traditional classics and original material.  Featuring hard driving instrumentation and various vocal harmony structures, the band provides a vast repertoire that is appealing to a wide audience.  RSC consists of four veterans of the regional (mid-Atlantic) bluegrass circuit, Brian Brewer (Guitar), Mike Maltby (Bass), David Robertson (Mandolin) and Ken Windbeck (Banjo.)   The talent and experience of this configuration lends itself to an energetic and entertaining stage show.  

A La Carte
Brian Brewer – Guitar, lead & harmony vocals
Brian is a bluegrass veteran, with 20 years of performing experience.  At a young age, he joined his family band, the Hearthstone Mountain Boys, playing both mandolin and guitar.  Later he teamed-up with several regional bands, including the Bluegrass Image and Jay Armsworthy and Eastern Tradition.  After a brief sabbatical, Brian formed the band Hickory Ridge in Chambersburg, PA.  Following some awesome jam sessions with friends, Brian decided to change direction and stop at the Roadside Café.   Solid guitar rhythm, surprising lead breaks and powerful vocals best describe Brian’s contribution to the RSC sound.  

Mike Maltby – Bass & harmony vocals
Mike is a talented bass player and an all around great guy.  His dedication to fine musicianship and his comedic timing have entertained audiences from North Carolina to New Hampshire.  As a member of Jay Armsworthy and Eastern Tradition & Mitch Harrell and the South River Express, Mike spent many years serving as a bluegrass ambassador, entertaining a wide array of audiences.  His friendly, humorous approach captures a crowd’s attention and keeps them guessing what will happen next.  Mike’s solid bass playing keeps the band on the beat.  His off-beat sense of humor keeps the band and audiences in a state of anticipation.    

David Robertson – Mandolin, lead & harmony vocals
David began singing in church at an early age in Southern WV.  In high school he began playing bluegrass mandolin and guitar with his dad.  While attending bluegrass festivals & fiddlers conventions, such as Galax, he formed a band with friends.  After moving to Maryland in 1988 he filled in with such bands as Walter Hensley and The Dukes of Bluegrass & Satyr Hill, before joining Baltimore’s own Windy Ridge.  He is a founding member of The Fastest Grass Alive and he also traveled two years with Eastern Tradition.  David’s innovative mandolin breaks, distinctive tenor voice, and welcoming stage presence help distinguish Roadside Café from other groups.
Ken Windbeck:  – Banjo, lead & harmony vocals 

Ken is an established musician and adept entertainer whose on-stage persona has captivated diverse audiences for years. For the past 10 years, Ken has performed at most major bluegrass festivals and venues on the east coast as a member of one of the following Washington DC area bands:  Changin’ Tymes, Southfork Bluegrass Boys, Mitch Harrell and the South River Express, and Jay Armsworthy and Eastern Tradition.  Ken has also appeared on stage with the Lost and Found & the James King band.  His solo album, “Dream of Me” has been well received by audiences and musicians alike.
